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argument for continued pipeline feeding. Thus, Nazi Germany murdered about one hundred
thousand Aryan German who were mentally or physically defective because it considered them
“useless caters,” detracting from the purity of the German race.

But neither the views of the victims nor their relatives were ever sought: they were murdered
en masse in secret fashion and untruths concocted to cover the crimes.

Helping another to die in carefully considered circumstances is part of good medicine and
also demonstrates a caring society that offers euthanasia to hopelessly sick persons as an act of
love.
